The essay is well written and well researched, marshaling a

substantial amount of objective information to make the point that Trump has employed a

â€œsmoke and mirrorsâ€• approach to bluster his way to financial success (or at least the aura

thereof: because if he didnâ€™t really have all the wealth he claimed to have, can he really be

deemed to be so financially successful?).Personally, I am no fan of Trump, either, but I fault this

publication on several accounts:First, having been written 25 years ago, the content is extremely

dated. Trump is now the Republican nominee for president. Anything that is published in 2016 about

Trump really should do more than offer a 25-year-old financial analysis. The â€œSpy, 1991â€• on the

cover should be reinforced by something in the introduction to the effect that the essay was written

in 1991.Second, relating to the first point immediately above, the title itself is somewhat misleading,

in a 2016 context. The book is not really about how Trump managed to fool people, as of this point

in time.
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
