It is very simple to find the idiom you
are wondering about, because the entries are all arranged in alphabetical order.The guide provides

the idiom, followed by its meaning. Then, 2 or 3 examples of the idioma ™s usage are provided.



The meanings and examples are all top-notch, and give an excellent overview of the idiom, its
definition, and how it is typically used.The only shortcoming to this guide is the lack of explanation of
how certain idioms came to be. Many people learning English as an additional language are
certainly interested in what the idioms mean and how they are used, but they also want to know why
the idiom came into existence. This information would have really fleshed out each entry, rather

than leaving the entries seem somewhat incomplete.
